1. Introduction
This Charging Policy outlines the fees and charges applicable at Eyam Rabbits Nursery. It ensures transparency, fairness, and compliance with relevant legislation, including the Childcare Act 2006 and the Early Years Foundation Stage (EYFS).
We are committed to providing high-quality early years education and care while clearly explaining any costs to parents and carers.
2. Fees
· Fees are charged at £7.50 per hour/ £22.50 3hr per session. 
· Fees are payable monthly in advance.
· Invoices will be issued asap and must be paid by the 15th day after date of invoice. 
Fees are calculated based on booked sessions, not attendance.
3. Government-Funded Places
We offer funded early education places in line with government schemes, including:
· 15 hours universal funding for 3- and 4-year-olds.
· 30 hours extended funding for eligible working families.
Funding is provided in accordance with local authority guidance and the Department for Education regulations.
Additional Charges
While funded hours cover childcare and education, additional charges may apply for:
· Meals and snacks
· Consumables (e.g., nappies, wipes, sun cream)
· Extra-curricular activities
· Additional hours beyond funded entitlement
Parents will receive a clear breakdown of any additional charges before agreeing to them.
4. Late Collection Charges
· Persistent late collection may result in a late collection fee of £2.00 per 15 minutes.


5. Late Payment Charges
· A late payment fee of £20.00 may be applied if payment is not received by the due date.
6. Absence and Holidays
· Fees remain payable during:
· Child absences (including illness)
· Parent holidays
· Bank holidays (if these fall on contracted days)
· No refunds are given for missed sessions.
7. Notice Period
· Four weeks’ written notice is required to terminate a place or reduce sessions.
· If insufficient notice is given, fees in lieu of notice will be charged.
8. Nursery Closures
Fees are not charged when the nursery is closed due to:
· Public holidays (if stated)
· Staff training days (where specified)
· Unforeseen closures (e.g., severe weather), at the nursery’s discretion
9. Payment Methods
We accept the following payment methods:
· Bank transfer
· Childcare vouchers
· Tax-Free Childcare
· Direct debit
All payments must reference the child’s name.
10. Review of Fees
Fees are reviewed annually. Parents will be given at least one month’s written notice of any fee increase.

11. Equal Opportunities
